PROGRAMS:

Programs can be purchased at the door or secretary’s table.  Be sure to give all ads and good luck pages to Deanette by July 31st.  Your ads or good luck pages can be turned in at any time, so don’t wait until the last minute!  Remember to make good luck posters to bring for your kids to hang around the arena, as well as friends!  

GATE:
You will be mailed wristbands for your pre-paid gate fees (included on entry sheet), please wear or pin wristbands on.  You must wear them at all times or you will be asked to pay gate again. Sorry for any inconvenience, this is the only way we can keep track of who has paid gate. Thank you. 
RAFFLE TICKETS:

If you have not turned in your honorary tickets for the shot gun or bow drawing, please do so before the Sunday performance.  You can turn these tickets into the secretary’s table.  Please have them cut and separated. PLEASE CONTINUE SELLING RAFFLE TICKETS. YOU MAY SELL UNTIL SUNDAY.  THE MORE TICKETS SOLD THE EASIER IT WILL BE TO COVER COST OF FINALS AND AWARDS.  $100.00 PRIZE MONEY WILL BE AWARDED TO TOP SELLSPERSON!!
POINTS:

In order for the point secretaries to do their job more efficiently, they will take questions ONLY IN WRITING.  There will be a certain location for you to leave your questions along with your name and the secretaries will get back to you as soon as possible.  This is a very stressful job, especially during the finals, and we would appreciate your support in this matter.

Point standings will be posted in a central place for everyone to see.  They will be posted as soon as possible and average standings will be posted if time permitted.  There will be an average (money & points) based on the three performances of the finals.  Please remember this when figuring your final points.

All payout will be paid at the following finals performance.  Average money will be paid just prior to the Awards Presentation.

FINALS JACKETS:

Finals jackets ordered by parents will be available for pick up from the secretary’s table.  

THANK YOU CARDS:

Thank you cards will be out for signatures at the secretary’s table.  It is imperative that each and every one of you signs these cards.  These cards are sent to each individual sponsor and we all know that without our sponsors, we would have no awards.  

GRAND ENTRY:

AUCTION ITEMS:

Don’t forget to bring items suitable for auction for our Silent and Live Auctions.  The Silent Auction will be held during performances as well as auction on Monday prior to Awards Presentation Ceremony.  We will also have “Lucky Program” prizes.

STALLS:

The barn will be open until after the Awards Presentation on Monday.  Straw is not permitted in the stalls.  You must stall your horses, one horse per stall, in the barns provided by the Stephens County Fairgrounds.  You cannot tie your horse to your trailers overnight nor can you provide your own pens. Shavings MUST be purchased from the Fairgrounds (current price is $7.00 per bag, price could change before actual finals date, please verify) Stalls will be $50.00 per horse for weekend (purchase of stall includes one bag of shavings).  Hook ups are also $45.00 for weekend.  If you bring trailers, campers, etc early, you will owe for additional days. 
GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING:    
All parents are required to attend the general membership meeting on Monday at 10:00 a.m.

Your input and your involvement are essential to the MRCA’s success.  There are several current officers and directors that will not be able to be on the board for the 2010-2011 year, therefore we will need parents to step up and take their place.  This is a parent ran association and in order for it to run smoothly and efficiently ALL PARENTS need to help, whether it be event director, membership secretary, public relations, timing, announcing, opening gates, etc.  Please make an effort to do your part. Please direct all complaints to the director immediately during the event you have concerns about.  The directors will then take your concerns to the Judges.  Judges decisions are final and will not be overridden by the directors.  Remember, if you have a question about something that happens during a run/ride, talk to the director about it RIGHT THEN BEFORE the next contestant competes; after this it is too late.

HOSPITALITY ROOM

We will have a contestant’s only Hospitality Room.  Parents please bring cookies, pop, snacks, or individually wrapped baked goods that you know your child would enjoy.  This is something to give the contestants a little special treatment.  If everyone will bring a little something, it should be a great addition to lifting up our kids.  We also need parents and contestants to help keep this area clean.
